Dear Home Schooling Family,

We are delighted that you are considering HEARTS to assist in the education of your high school student(s). HEARTS is a Christian Home Education group designed to aid families by offering high school level classes in a variety of subjects. Eighth grade classes are also included in order to prepare students for more advanced material and for the development of time management skills necessary in high school.  All of our classes are conducted on one or two days and consist of lecture and/or lab.  Please remember that you, the homeschool parents, are ultimately responsible for your students’ education.  

HEARTS is committed to a Biblical worldview.  To assist us in this direction, we require that at least one parent in each member-family agree with our Statement of Faith, affirming acceptance of Jesus Christ as his or her personal Savior and Lord.  All of our teachers are also required to be in agreement with our Statement of Faith. Additionally, we have Standards of Conduct to which all parents and students must adhere during classes and activities in order to provide an atmosphere that honors Christ. 

This year, HEARTS was composed of about sixty families and ninety homeschooled students.  Our organization provides assistance in the areas of academics, sports, and fine arts.  Our sports program currently includes basketball, baseball, volleyball, and soccer, with many victories to their credit.  Our classes meet at Galilee United Methodist Church in Sterling, where we provide thirty weeks of class instruction in various subjects. HEARTS has been providing formal graduation ceremonies since 1999. We require all of our members to contribute to HEARTS by volunteering as this is a volunteer organization.  Please carefully consider whether HEARTS is where the Lord would have you serve and be served.
This registration packet includes forms for HEARTS registration and class sign-up. Detailed class information is provided separately and includes teacher bios and curriculum information.  If you are considering classes, please feel free to contact the teachers directly.  Please note that all of this information, and much more, is available on our website, www.heartsforthelord.org

HEARTS REGISTRATION PROCESS

REGISTRAR: Jill Brooks, 20982 Homecrest Court, Ashburn, VA 20147
To register, please read through this document in its entirety then submit pages 14-19 along with payment to the HEARTS Registrar.  Once processed, you will receive an e-mail from the Registrar confirming your membership and volunteer position.
Agreements:  HEARTS has a long-held Statement of Beliefs and a Bible-based Standards of Conduct.  In order to ensure that all members of our group have the same firmly held beliefs, we require that at least one parent and all registered students affirm that they are in agreement with our Statement of Beliefs.  It is the parent’s responsibility to ensure that their students read and understand this Statement.  We also require that one parent has been saved by faith, through the grace of God, as a result of personally accepting Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior.  Lastly, we require that BOTH parents and all registered students read, understand and agree to comply with our Standards of Conduct at all HEARTS activities.  There is a line on the Registration Form for parents and students to initial to certify this has been done.  We greatly appreciate the cooperation of all our members to help us always to glorify the Lord in everything we do.

Registration Deadline – June 30th, 2011:  If you do not register by this date, a class you are interested in may be cancelled due to low enrollment.  For classes that have met minimum enrollment by June 30th, registration will remain open until maximum enrollment is reached or until the first day of class. 
Late Registration: A late registration fee of $25 must be added to registration payments that will be postmarked or hand delivered after June 30, 2011.  Late registrations will not be processed without this additional fee.
Cancellation Policy: Parents will be notified by July 15, 2011 if a class is cancelled by the teacher due to low enrollment.  All fees for that class (materials fee and 1st quarter’s tuition) will be refunded.  If that is the only class one is registered for, the HEARTS registration fee will also be returned.

Withdrawal Policy ( PLEASE READ THIS CAREFULLY):
· Withdrawals prior to June 30th – all class fees refunded

· Withdrawals after June 30th, but before the drop date (see Calendar)– registrant forfeits registration fee, materials fee, and first quarter’s payment

· Withdrawals after the drop date – registrant not only forfeits registration fee, materials fee, and first quarter’s tuition, but is still responsible for the full year’s tuition
Please remember that when you register for a class, the teacher makes financial decisions based upon the number of students enrolled.  HEARTS will not refund any money already paid unless it is determined that we have failed to provide what was committed to for the course.  Please communicate with the teacher directly regarding any concerns you may have before the drop date.  
HEARTS Statement of Faith

We greatly appreciate the cooperation of all our members in glorifying the Lord in everything we do.  Therefore these Standards of Conduct need to be agreed to by all participating in HEARTS.

1. AUTHORITY – 

· I will have a proper attitude toward my teachers, HEARTS parents and the GUMC facility.

· I will offer to help a teacher, staff member or fellow student when a need arises. 
Obey your leaders and submit to their authority. They keep watch over you as men who must give an account. Obey them so that their work will be a joy, not a burden, for that would be of no advantage to you.  (Hebrews 13:17)
2. SPEECH – 

· I will not use any language, crude gestures, gossip, sexual speech, or any speech that is offensive to my Lord, while at any HEARTS activities or classes.

· I will demonstrate integrity and truthfulness in what I do and say.

 “Let no unwholesome word proceed from your mouth, but only such a word as is good for edification according to the need of the moment, that it may give grace to those who hear.” (Eph. 4:29) “and there must be no filthiness and silly talk or coarse jesting, which is not fitting, but rather giving of thanks.” (Eph. 5:4)
3. BODY – 

· I will dress in a manner that is pleasing to my Lord, while at any HEARTS activity or class. 

· I will not use or have in my possession anything illegal at any HEARTS activity or class.
· I will not pair off or participate in public displays of affection at any HEARTS classes or events because this can adversely affect the unity within our group.

Academic Expectations at HEARTS
All of HEARTS policies are important but we cannot expect every student or parent to memorize them.  Therefore, please print out a copy for home use and a copy for each of your GUMC students to refer to when necessary while at HEARTS.  Thank you for your cooperation.
All students must be in agreement and willing to abide by these policies.

· To participate in a class, a student must be at grade-level for the class as indicated by the teacher OR receive special permission from the teacher.
· If your student needs to miss a class or leave early, it is their responsibility to contact the teacher to get any missed assignments.

· On-time and consistent attendance at all classes is mandatory unless the teacher has been notified prior to the absence or in case of illness. Teachers will take attendance at the beginning of every class and students that are absent without an excuse or are consistently tardy will be penalized in accordance with each teacher’s policies on tardiness. 
· If a teacher cannot attend class, they will arrange for a substitute, otherwise parents will be notified that the class has been cancelled. If it is already the day of class and a substitute cannot be found, students will use the class time as study hall.

· Grades will be provided to the parents each quarter either via email, mail or online.  Quarterly status updates will also be provided. Also, if your student fails a test, the teacher will notify you. You may communicate with the teacher at any time via e-mail or by phone. Some teachers set “office hours” for students and parents to contact them and others allow calls anytime. Your teacher(s) will provide this information to you at the beginning of the class. 

· Homework and Parental Involvement - Please remember that you, the parents, are ultimately responsible for your students’ education.  One of the most important skills your student will learn before graduating is how to manage their time and how to handle the pressures of being in a classroom environment with different teachers. 
· Parental Concerns: If parents ever have any concerns or issues with others within HEARTS (parents, teachers or students) please try to resolve it with the individual directly.  If concerns are not resolved or concerns persist after direct communication with the individual, please contact the HEARTS Director for help resolving.  
· Special Needs - If your student has any medical, behavioral, social, or educational special needs, it is your responsibility to inform all your student’s teachers at the beginning of the school year. It is important for teachers to have this information when interacting with your student. The information will not be shared with anyone other than the HEARTS Steering Committee without your permission. Please be aware that although our teachers are happy to work with you and your student if there are learning issues, we lack the resources and training to address difficult cases.  
General and Facilities Policies
Communication - Our main forms of communication are our website www.heartsforthelord.org and our monthly newsletter.  Please make sure you are reading the newsletter each month to find out about meetings, sports schedules, social activities, mercy ministries, graduation information, used books for sale, etc….  

Drop Off & Pick Up - It is the parent’s responsibility to ensure their student is dropped off for class on time and that they get into the building safely. In addition, at pick-up time, students must remain in the building until their parents arrive.  Students that are driving themselves cannot leave until class is over and may not leave for lunch if they still have other HEARTS classes. HEARTs is not responsible for students riding with other student drivers.
Students should come directly into the building and be respectful of others’ property. The church does not permit us to utilize any of their grounds including front lawn and flower bed.  The pond and surrounding area are strictly prohibited. Please be careful in the parking lot.

Hallways - Remain quiet in the hallways. Parents, please refrain from talking in the hallway during class times. If you need to talk with someone, please step outside to do so.
Study Hall - A study hall is provided at GUMC for students who are in between classes as a supervised study time. There is no charge for these study halls. Our Standards of Conduct apply in the study halls. 
Students may:

· work quietly and individually (Students may NOT talk at all during study hall as we share a room with another class)

· sleep

· use their iPods quietly

· eat and drink quietly as long as students are cleaning up after themselves

· NOT sit on tables
· NOT talk on cell phones during study hall, but texting is okay

· must obey the instructions of the hall monitor and study hall monitor at all times

If students have a group project, please ask the study hall monitor or the GUMC supervisor if there is an empty room to work in. 
Cell Phones - No cell phones will be used during classes. 

***Parents, please do not text or call your students during class as this has been found to be very disruptive. You may text during study hall or lunch. If you need to make contact with your student or the volunteers at GUMC, please use the phone numbers listed below for the GUMC Supervisors.

Lunch - Students staying during the lunch break should bring food with them to HEARTS since there is not enough time to leave the premises to get lunch. All lunches will be consumed in the fellowship hall. No food is allowed in the classrooms so students need to make sure they get enough to eat during the lunch break or eat a quick snack between classes.
Students may use the sink, counter, and microwave in the kitchen.  However, students may not sit on the counters, eat in the kitchen, use any GUMC’s supplies or refrigerator.  Doing so may cause us to lose the use of GUMC. Check the microwave after you use it and clean it immediately if anything has spilled. Continuing to microwave with spills causes the food to be extremely difficult to remove later.  All students are responsible for helping clean the kitchen and fellowship hall before being dismissed to class.  
Students may go outside to a designated area after eating lunch when an adult volunteer is available to monitor.  
Clean Up - Students are expected to clean their rooms each time a class or lunch ends. Before leaving, place all trash in trash cans, place glass/cans/paper in the recycle bin, check around the room for personal items, and push your chair back into place. After the last period, students will help teachers clean their classrooms before leaving. This includes cleaning the dry erase board, wiping down the tables, cleaning up the floor (vacuuming if necessary), and emptying the trash into the kitchen trashcans.  Third session study hall students must push back tables and wipe them down, hang up chairs, and vacuum before the next class begins.
Bathrooms – Bathrooms are a sufficient size for one person at a time.
Lost & Found – We do not have space to store lost and found items. Check with the Hall Monitor if you’ve lost anything, otherwise items not collected within a week will be thrown away or donated.

Sickness Policy – If your student is sick, please do not send them to school.  We have several parents, teachers, and students with suppressed immune systems.  We have tissues and hand sanitizer in every room.  Please speak to your students about health safety.
Inclement Weather Policy -
· If Loudoun County schools are closed, we are closed. 

· If Loudoun County schools are delayed one or two hours, HEARTS 1st period classes ONLY are cancelled.  The rest of the day will go on as scheduled.  Plan on coming to 2nd period at regular time, 10:30 a.m. If we are holding classes and people decide not to come due to the weather, they should email or call their teacher and let them know.    

· Make-Up classes have been built into the class schedule.

· Teachers with classes in their home will set their own inclement weather and make-up policies. 
Make-up Days – HEARTS is committed to providing 30 weeks of class instruction. Because HEARTS has built 2 make-up classes into the calendar (3 for M/W classes), days missed due to inclement weather will not require an extension of the academic year. 
Discipline
Hall Monitor & Study Hall Monitor Authority - Monitors have authority over students during their time at HEARTS. If a student refuses to obey any of the adults at GUMC, they will be sent to the HEARTS Supervisor. Parent and teachers must be consistent in holding students accountable to all of HEARTS Class Policies and Standards of Conduct.
The HEARTS Supervisor is the ultimate HEARTS authority at GUMC - During the school day, a HEARTS Supervisor will be on site, assisting the teachers, volunteers and students.
We believe that HEARTS students are old enough and capable of taking responsibility for their own actions; therefore we will always try to resolve issues between the student and offended party first.
In order to maintain control and minimize disruptions in the classrooms, the following procedures will be used to help resolve disciplinary issues.  
· The teacher will attempt to resolve the situation in the classroom.
· If the situation continues and the teacher has been unsuccessful in dealing with it, they will contact the parents directly.

· The teacher will contact the HEARTS Director if the parents do not respond or if the situation does not resolve.  The student may be suspended or expelled from class. This is an absolute last resort to be taken only after every other effort has failed.  

**NOTE: Turning in missed assignments due to discipline issues is the responsibility of the student. It is the teacher’s prerogative to accept the work or to decline it.

Remember to initial the Registration page once you and your students have read and agree to these policies. Please discuss them thoroughly to be sure everyone understands what is expected of them.  If you have questions that are not answered here, please e-mail the HEARTS Director.

HEARTS CLASS INFORMATION AND REGISTRATION
General – Each teacher has determined a minimum and maximum enrollment for their classes. Classes that do not meet the minimum enrollment requirement prior to the June 30th registration deadline may be cancelled.  Classes that meet their maximum enrollment will be closed to registration but you may choose the option of being placed on a waiting list for that class.  All classes are filled on a first-come, first-served basis so you will want to get your registration in as soon as possible.  A student is not considered registered until all the required HEARTS membership forms, fees, and class deposits have been received by the Registrar.  In some cases, teachers may hold spaces in classes for students progressing from a prerequisite class (i.e., a Spanish II space being held for a previous Spanish I student).  If a class fills and your student does not have a space reserved for them, they will be placed on a waiting list until June 15.  At that time, any unused spaces will be open for those on the waiting list (in the order the registration was received).
Grade Level - On the class schedule, classes are color-coded according to the highest grade level that is suitable for that class. Some classes have notes about grade levels as well.  In addition, the course description in the Class Packet may have more information about student eligibility for that course.    If you believe your student is ready for a class that is technically above their grade level, please contact the teacher. The teacher may ask for a pre-test or an interview and will have the final say about whether a student may take their class or not.  
Your student will be registered for the class until we hear otherwise from the teacher but the issue should be resolved within two weeks to make sure that the spot is not kept from other students.

Material Fees - Most teachers will need to buy supplies for their classroom, make copies of handouts, or purchase other items for their classroom and students.  Material fees are designed to cover these costs.  The individual teachers determine the material fees for their classes.  These fees are due with your registration. 

Tuition Payments – Tuition is paid on a quarterly basis and is due by June 30th, and the first week of October, December, and February.  These are listed below as well as on the HEARTS website.  A $10 late fee will be charged for payments made more than 7 days after your class the week tuition was due. 

1st Quarter Tuition - due by June 30th               2nd Quarter Tuition - due week of  Oct 3rd
3rd Quarter Tuition – due week of Dec 5th         4th Quarter Tuition - due week of Feb 6th
Parents are responsible for insuring that tuition payments get to their student’s teacher on time.  Parents may:

· Mail tuition check directly to the teacher (see website for teacher’s address),

· Hand deliver before or after class directly to the teacher, or

· Place in the teacher’s file folder located on the Hall Monitor’s desk at GUMC

Volunteer Requirements


HEARTS offers home education assistance to families who wish to home school through the high school years.  Families should remain involved in the community where their students are learning.  With this in mind, HEARTS requires at least one parent from each family to volunteer within this community. The time and talents you share for the benefit of the whole community is very much appreciated. 

VOLUNTEER POSITION SELECTION

 ** Parents of all GUMC Students must volunteer for either a Hall Monitor or Study Hall Monitor position.  If you have extenuating circumstances, please contact the Registrar to see what other volunteer options may be available.  Registration for classes will not be processed if you do not select a Hall Monitor or Study Hall Monitor volunteer slot.

Please read through the following job descriptions.  On page 17, you will be asked to list in order of preference the jobs you are willing to perform.

Volunteer Position Descriptions

Hall Monitor & Study Hall Monitor - Provides oversight at GUMC while students are in classes. These are positions of both service and authority.  The hall monitor will ensure that the students in the hallway abide by the rules and especially that they do not disturb the classes.  The Study hall Monitor will ensure that the students in study hall abide by the rules and especially that they do not disturb the class sharing that space.  The GUMC Supervisor will be available to deal with any emergencies or discipline issues.  See monitor schedule below:
· 1st session monitor – 9:00-10:30 (if supervisor is sick, may need to come early to help set up)

· 2nd session monitor – 10:30-12:15 (covers ½ of lunch period)

· 3rd session monitor – 12:10-2:00 (covers ½ of lunch period)

· 4th session monitor – 2:00-3:35 (performs closing duties but the Supervisor or Steve Magnus will make sure everyone is gone and they will lock up the building.) 

Full-year Exempt Position Descriptions

The following full- year positions are exempt from the Hall or Study Hall Monitor volunteer requirement.  You may consider volunteering in this capacity. 
Director (Filled) – Sets overall vision for the HEARTS ministry and oversees all aspects of the HEARTS community, assisting as necessary (L. Garnier)
Registrar (Filled) – Maintains membership registration and calendar; primary e-mail contact (J. Brooks)
Communications (Filled) – Manages overall communication within HEARTS, assisting Webmaster and Newsletter Editor as needed.  Maintains HEARTS documents for registration, etc... (K. Rumford)
Treasurer (Filled) – Manages budget, deposits and issues checks (E. Trevithick)

Insurance Liaison (Filled) - Liaison with Insurance Company; provides information to HEARTS Planning Committee, obtains payments from Treasurer and submits payments when required. (M. Reinhold)

Facility Coordinator (Filled) – Primary POC with GUMC; oversees all activities at GUMC; assists and oversees the Hall Monitor and Study Hall Monitor Coordinator (L. Garnier)
HEARTS Supplies Manager  (Vacant) - Develops an organized plan of maintaining HEARTS supplies and restocking monthly. These may include school supplies such as dry erase markers, pencils paper, lunch room supplies, plates, napkins and utensils, coffee, cream, and cups, paper towels, tissues, trash bags, and hand sanitizer.  It would include the responsibility of seeking out parents who may be able to donate some of these items. 

Graduation Manager (Vacant) – Provides continuity and plans ceremony for graduation

Newsletter Editor (Filled) – Solicits news items and prepares monthly newsletter; sends email reminders about upcoming calendar items (S. Holsinger)

Coordinator of Hall Monitors & Study Hall monitors (Vacant) – This position can be worked from home but requires someone who is organized and has good attention to detail.  Main responsibilities include: scheduling monitors, providing list of duties to all monitors so consistent standards are maintained (this list will be provided to coordinator), and providing monitors with information needed to arrange for substitutes when necessary. 
Meeting Coordinator (Vacant) – Reserves rooms at GUMC for scheduled meetings and solicits help from parents for set up and clean up and provision of light refreshments for meeting.  HEARTS Facilities Coordinator will provide the GUMC facility contact information and will provide a schedule of tentative or scheduled meeting dates including Registration Open House (April) and Student/Parent Orientation (September 7th).

Webmaster (Vacant) – Maintains and updates the HEARTS website; solicits information to keep pages up-to-date 

Yearbook Coordinator (Vacant) - Oversees a team of students in creating a yearbook for the current school year

Prom Coordinator (Vacant) – Coordinates the annual HEARTS prom 
Fundraising Coordinator (Vacant) – Researches and organizes fundraisers after presenting them to the HEARTS Steering Committee.
Sports Program Coordinators (Filled) – Manages all aspects of HEARTS Sports Programs
