MATH

Algebra 1: grades 8 - 9 
Class size: 8-15

Prerequisite: Successful completion of pre-algebra

Teacher: Anita Knighton
Cost:  $120 per quarter + a one-time material fee of $35

Text: Saxon Algebra 1, Third Edition ISBN #1-56577-134-6
Course Description: Algebra is a branch of mathematics in which variables are substituted for unknown values to solve a particular problem.  There will be a wide variety of topics covered including factoring, graphing of linear equations, probabilities, solving systems of equations, and an introduction to some geometry concepts.  This course concentrates on using these concepts to develop problem-solving techniques.   Typically there will be 4-5 lessons covered a week and student should expect to spend 3-5 hours a week in homework.
Algebra 2: grades 9 -10

Class size: 8-15

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Algebra I

Teacher: Pam Grainger
Cost:  $120 per quarter + a one-time material fee of $35
Text: Saxon Algebra 2, Second Edition ISBN #0-939798-62-X
Course Description: This class will continue the mathematical development begun in Algebra 1. Because the ability to apply fundamental concepts of mathematics automatically is necessary for future success, students will continue to practice with these concepts while more advanced topics are introduced and mastered.  Topics will include polynomial functions, introduction to conic sections, solving systems of equations, graphing linear and quadratic functions, polar coordinates and vectors, logarithms, and an introduction to basic trigonometry.  Typically there will be 4-5 lessons covered per week and students should expect to spend approximately 4-6 hours a week in homework.
Pre-Calculus (with Analytical Geometry AND Trigonometry): grades 10 - 12

Class size: 8-15

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Algebra II

Teacher: Pam Grainger
Cost:  $120 per quarter + a one-time material fee of $35



Text: Saxon Advanced Mathematics, Second Edition ISBN #1-56577-040-4
Course Description: This course will continue the mathematical development begun in Algebra 1 and Algebra 2. Students will practice the fundamental skills of algebra, geometry and trigonometry while advanced concepts are introduced and mastered.  This course is designed to automate the use of the many skills necessary for calculus and other upper-level mathematics courses, enabling the student to progress with confidence and ease. Topics will include in-depth study of trigonometry including trigonometric identities and their applications, graphing conic sections, logarithms, probability, sequences and series, matrices, and analytical geometry.  The class will cover 4-5 lessons per week.  This is an upper level math course; therefore students should be prepared to spend 6-10 hours a week in homework.

Course Description:

“The quality of our thoughts is bordered on all sides by our facility with language.” – J. Michael Straczynski

This quote dictates the course.  Seeking to facilitate language, I teach English 8 as a writing and literature course that will expand the student’s writing skills, grammar usage, vocabulary, and literary understanding. Through practice, the student will master the ability to choose effective keywords, organize thoughts, outline and summarize, select interesting and relevant facts from several sources, research a topic, write about an idea, use and understand proper essay format, and write critically.  Beginning at the student’s writing level, as flourished or limited as it may be, this course step by step provides writing practice and progress as well as literary analysis training.  Combining “The Institute for Excellence in Writing,” “Teaching the Classics,” and  concepts and tools from “Windows to the World,” along with grammar studies, editing, and vocabulary work from the Fix-It curriculum, English 8 combines a teaching of stylistic structure with a preparation in literary analysis through the Socratic Method.  Along with writing practice and development throughout the year, students will also familiarize themselves with questions from the “Socratic List,” leading to a greater ability to explain conflict, plot, setting, character and theme.  By the end, the learner will know what questions to ask in order to understand literary works…and write about them. Composition and Literature I: Grade 9

Class size: 5-12

Course Description: Composition and Literature I covers poetry, essay writing and SAT vocabulary. Employing The Grammar of Poetry as an excellent foundation for the students to overcome their fear of poetry, students discover how to excavate meaning and recognize the literary tools poets employ.  At the same time, the class builds the skills necessary to write a literary analysis paper.  Using Window to the World’s outline, the students write essays that investigate how the author’s literary techniques convey a point.  Collectively, the students read three novels, one play, numerous poems, and many short stories which they use to compose literary analysis essays. SAT vocabulary building exercises and quizzes complete the course.

Course Description: American Literature covers writing from the Puritan poet Anne Bradstreet to modern poet Maya Angelou.  Students read nine novels and a play, in addition to poetry.   The readings allow the students the opportunity to annotate and analyze the literature.  They build on those skills through in class discussions and writing.  Writing skills will be sharpened through quarterly essays dissecting and comparing the works they have read.  A major component of the second half of the year will be a persuasive research paper. Quizzes and essay tests are given through out the class to ensure the student is keeping up with the reading and absorbing what is being taught.

Course Description: British Literature is a comprehensive reading and writing course that spans British literature from the late 14th century to modern times.  Students read eight novels, two plays, poetry, essays, and short stories to give them an overview of the distinct time periods throughout British literature.  While reading these works, students learn to annotate and analyze complex literature and convey their understanding in written form.  Classes consist of Socratic discussions, lectures, and in-class writing.  Assessments: one paper each quarter, quizzes, and essay tests.

SCIENCE

Life Science: grade 8* (*students younger than this must get permission from teacher)  

Class size:  5-10

Prerequisites:  None

Teacher:  Kaitlin Grainger 

Cost: $120 per quarter + $40 material fee
Textbook: Bob Jones Life Science, 3rd edition
Class materials required:  2-inch binder, dividers, colored pencils, lined paper, graph paper, plain paper (for drawing diagrams), 3x5 cards for vocabulary

Course Description:

This pre-biology 7-8th grade course familiarizes the student with concepts and vocabulary they will face in biology.  The class covers the following course topics: the scientific method, cell theory, plant and animal cells, bacteria, protista and fungi, the plant kingdom, the animal kingdom, human body systems and ecosystems.  Reading will be crucial to the weekly laboratory experiments.  Homework assignments involve chapter review questions, vocabulary definitions and, frequently, additional handouts. Our in-class scientific works encompass weekly laboratory experiments, classification exercises, observations of several different types of cells with the compound light microscope, re-enactments of diagrams, identification and labeling, dissections, group research, observations of animals, plus more. Projects include: a study of bugs (whether you love them or hate them, we will be collecting them), a report on plants and their use as medicines, an animal habitat portrayal, and a science news journal.  By the end of the year, students will have a strong basic biological vocabulary, familiarity with nomenclature, knowledge of the functions of the kingdoms and body systems, and a clearly labeled bug collection for you to mount on your wall!  

Physical Science
Class Size: 6-10

Prerequisite: None

Teacher: Steve Magnus
Cost: $120 per quarter + a one-time material fee of $25
Textbook: Dr. Jay Wile’s Exploring Creation with Physical Science, second edition
Course Description: Using Dr. Jay Wile’s Exploring Creation with Physical Science curriculum, students will learn the foundations of physical science from a Biblical worldview.  With this foundation, students will perceive the truths of the Biblical creation account, grasp how those truths are still visible today, and see the ramifications of those truths in life. Students will also learn to combat the constant attacks of the Darwinian and post-Darwinian evolutionary theorists.  There will be a strong emphasis placed on the rebuttal of the Modernist and Postmodernist theories of life and evolution, showing the practical interweaving of faith, reason, and science.
Honors Biology with Lab: grades 10-12

Class size: 6-12

Math Prerequisite: General Math skills; Algebra 1 preferable.  

Science Prerequisite: Life Science desirable.

In addition to #1 or #2, need Science in Action: A Science Project Guide (Abeka 5th edition or later) 

Course Description:
Topics covered include molecular biology, cytology, genetics, life science, taxonomy (with an overview of the kingdoms), botany, ecology, zoology, and human anatomy and physiology. By emphasizing scientific investigation through laboratory work, this class will teach the following laboratory skills:  following directions, complying with lab safety rules, the use of a microscope, formulating a hypothesis, organizing observations, graphing data, deducing conclusions, critical thinking, math skills and writing lab reports.  Students systematically perform a variety of in-class laboratory activities which reinforce the biological science concepts presented in the corresponding text material, and will include dissections.  In addition, students will learn vocabulary associated with the class topics covered each week.  For enrichment students will perform a Science Fair project. In addition, students will perform a research project on the issue of evolutionary theory vs. Special Creation/Intelligent Design individually and present their findings in the form of an oral presentation and written report.  
The course grade summarizes exams that cover 24 chapters of text material, a notebook with all completed labs, homework assignments, activity sheets, special projects, vocabulary quizzes, and laboratory assignments.  The course is organized into two semesters.  In addition to what has already been noted above, the course will cover the historical context of relevant biological topics, and emerging scientific issues as they relate to this subject.   Finally, the course will critically examine the evolutionary theories as they relate to biology and biochemistry, and we will look at problems associated with the science of those theories.  In addition, we will explore the Creation model in light of the scientific evidence to evaluate whether it is a better model to explain biological origins of life and the origins of species.

Students are responsible to purchase the textbooks required for this class.  A list of those books is noted.  Please make sure you purchase the correct edition, as noted.  In addition, a number of supplemental texts and laboratory manuals will be used in conjunction with the primary textbook and laboratory manual to further enhance the material and lessons presented to the students.   Materials used in this manner will be provided to the students as necessary.

Laboratory dissections require extended classes that will be  2 – 2 1/2 hours each and will be performed outside of the regular class schedule.   The dissections will be performed off-site at Mr. Magnus’ home.  Dissections will be arranged with the class on days and at times mutually agreeable to and accommodating the schedule of students and Mr. Magnus.

This class is a 10th grade level class.  Students will receive a full science credit for high school.

Honors Chemistry with Lab: grades 10-12

Class size: 6-10

Prerequisites: High school level Biology or Physical Creation/Science with some emphasis on chemistry; Algebra 1; preferably Algebra 2, which may be taken concurrently.  
Students will be required to demonstrate mathematical proficiency by passing a general math with basic algebra entrance exam.  Students unable to pass this exam may still enroll in the chemistry class, but they must enroll in a 1 month, 1 day per week, 2 hours per session general math/basic algebra review class.  The class will be at a day and time each week that is mutually agreeable to and accommodating of the student’s schedule and mine.  The cost of this class will be $100, in addition to the tuition for the Chemistry class.
Teacher: Steve Magnus
Cost: $120 per + a one-time material fee of $40
Textbooks: Students are required to purchase Chemistry Concepts and Applications, (McGraw-Hill, 2002 or later) 

Course Description:
Chemistry is a science course that explores chemical form and function, investigates chemical change and equilibrium, and develops critical thinking and math skills.  By emphasizing scientific investigation through laboratory work, this class teaches the following laboratory skills:  following directions, complying with lab safety rules, formulating a hypothesis, organizing observations, graphing data, deducing conclusions, and written lab reports.  Students systematically perform approximately forty in class laboratory activities which reinforce the chemical concepts presented in the corresponding text material.  In addition, students will perform approximately 18 "take home lab" assignments, which consist of research and investigation of assigned topics and oral and/or written findings as specified.  Over the course of the year, students will construct a news notebook that summarizes twelve concurrent chemistry articles, highlighted, summarized, and footnoted.

For enrichment, students must each present two oral reports on designated chemical elements.  Oral reports include a poster which displays common compounds of the element and industrial uses of the element, and students must construct a three dimensional atomic model showing the element’s atomic structure.  The students will also perform one substantive research project during the year on the issue of evolution vs. Creation.  This project will include both an oral presentation and a written report.

The course grade summarizes exams that cover 21 chapters of text material, a notebook with all completed labs, homework assignments, a special project, two element presentations, and the news notebook.  Organized into two semesters, the curriculum begins with SI units, significant numbers, and data analysis, and then presents properties and changes in matter, the structure of the atom, electron configurations, and the periodic table.  It continues with elements, ionic compounds, covalent bonded molecules, chemical reactions, the mole, and stoichiometry.  The second semester examines states of matter, gases, solutions, energy in chemical changes, reaction rates, chemical equilibrium, acids and bases, redox reactions, electrochemical cells, organic chemistry, thermochemistry, biochemistry, and nuclear chemistry.  

The course will give a thorough and critical examination of evolutionary theories as they relate to chemistry and biochemistry.  We will look at problems associated with those theories, and we will explore the Creation model in light of the scientific evidence to evaluate whether it is a better model to explain dating the history of our earth and life on earth. 

This class is an 11th grade level class.  It is best suited for mature 10th graders and up.  Students will receive a full science credit for high school.

SOCIAL SCIENCE

American History: grades 9 - 12 

Class size 6-12 

Prerequisite:  None

Teacher:  Philip Cole
Cost:  $120 per quarter + a one-time materials fee of $25 

Textbooks:  Students are required to purchase the following:

· United States History for Christian Schools, BJU Press (either 2nd or 3rd edition)

· Student Activities, United States History for Christian Schools, BJU Press, (3rd edition)

Course Description: In American History, students will explore the unique beginnings of the United States as royal colonies all the way through to the growth of America into the modern superpower it is today. From its legendary personalities to its beautiful geography, America is a special nation unlike any other. Students will learn about these differences, its strengths, how it compares to other nations around the world, and why these differences make it the world’s most powerful nation today.

FOREIGN LANGUAGE

French I: grades 8* – 12 (*students younger than this must get permission from teacher)  
Class size:  3-10
Prerequisite:  None

Teacher:  Kim Hayes
Cost:  $110 per quarter + one-time material fee of $20

Text: 
· French 1: for Christian Schools, Bob Jones University Press, ISBN (1st or 2nd ed.,ISBN for 2nd edition is 978-1-59166-307-2)

Students will also need a French dictionary, as well as a few study tools (file cards, notebook, etc) A complete list will be sent after registration.  Additional materials are provided.

Course Description: In this beginning level course, the student learns to communicate about a variety of topics, including greeting and leave taking, expressions of courtesy, asking and answering simple questions to meet basic needs, expression of like and dislikes as well as the ability to speak briefly on topics such as: family, personal belongings, health, activities, time and weather. Verb tenses include present, passé composé and futur proche. Grammar includes sentence formation, question formation, adjectives, adverbs, definite, indefinite articles and prepositions. The student also learns customs and traditions of France. The use of audio material assists the student in practicing vocabulary, proper intonation and pronunciation. Homework assignments reinforce classroom learning. This class is taught in English with gradual transition to French so that the student understands concepts. Grades reflect twelve unit exams, three major projects, and quizzes. One high school credit is awarded upon successful completion of this course.
French III: grades 9 - 12
Class size: 2-10
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of French II or permission of the instructor
Teacher:  Kim Hayes
Cost:  $110 per quarter + one-time material fee of $40
Text: ( If students have taken French 2, they will NOT need to purchase an additional textbook this year)

Course Description: In this third level course, the student continues to develop proficiency in all forms of communication, using more complex structures when speaking and writing. Grammar includes a review of all verb tenses, past, present, future, and introduces subjunctive, conditional, plus-que- parfait. The textbook covers culture, conversation, structure, as well as a selection of classic French literature, such as La Derniere Classe by Alphonse Daudet, as well as selections by Moliere.  In addition to the textbook, students are also required to read a number of French newspaper and magazine articles, as well as a short story. Three units on the history of France cover the period from its origin through Louis XIV. Each history unit requires a separate project as well as both tests and essays. Grades are based on unit vocabulary and grammar quizzes, oral work, written essays and projects. 

One high school credit is awarded upon successful completion of this course.
Spanish I: grades 8 - 12

Class size: 7 - 15

Cost:  $120 per quarter + one-time material fee of $40

Text:  Skills for Success: Spanish Middle/High School by Cynthia Downs, Carson-Dellosa Publishing Co., Greensboro NC, 2002. ISBN 088724-758-X (around $12 plus shipping and handling).  Mrs. Specht recommends ordering the textbook from Amazon.com as other sources are much slower.  If the class finishes this textbook before the year ends, students have the option of purchasing the Spanish II book, but it is not required; Mrs. Specht will provide supplementary material.
Course Description:  Conversation, writing, and basic grammar, including: basic vocabulary, greetings, pronouns, definite and indefinite articles, gender of nouns, adjectives, present tense of regular ar, er, and ir verbs, use of the verb “ser” –or—“estar,” use of the verb “gustar,” some stem-changing and “go” verbs, possessions, verb “tener” with various expressions, affirmative and negative sentences, question formation, interrogative words, comparisons, telling time, verb “dar” with various expressions, demonstrative adjectives and pronouns, geography and culture of Central and South America.

Spanish II: grades 9 - 12

Class size: 7 - 15

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Spanish I

Teacher:  Mary Specht       

Cost:  $120 per quarter + one-time material fee $40

Text: Breaking the Spanish Barrier: Beginner (around $40). To save parents both time and money, Mrs. Specht will order the textbooks as a group when the class starts. Students will then purchase the textbook from Mrs. Specht.  If the class finishes this textbook before the year ends, students have the option of purchasing the Spanish III book, but it is not required; Mrs. Specht will provide supplementary material.
Course Description: Review of Spanish I Grammar, new vocabulary, present tense regular, stem-changing and irregular verbs, preterite tense regular, stem-changing and irregular verbs, imperfect tense regular and irregular verbs, choosing when to use preterite or imperfect, the progressive tense, reflexive and reciprocal constructions, formal command forms using “usted” and “ustedes”, the immediate future, direct, indirect and reflexive object pronouns, double object pronouns, the personal “a”, prepositions, adverbs, some useful idiomatic expressions and proverbs, reflexive and reciprocal constructions, uses of “por” and “para”, reading comprehension, Culture and Geography of South America.

Spanish III: grades 10 - 12

Class size: 7 - 15

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Spanish II

Teacher:  Mary Specht         

Cost:  $120 per quarter + one-time material fee $40
Text:  Breaking the Spanish Barrier: Intermediate (around $40). To save parents both time and money, Mrs. Specht will bulk order the textbooks when the class starts.  Students will then purchase the textbook from her.  If the class finishes this textbook before the year ends, students have the option of purchasing the Spanish IV book, but it is not required; Mrs. Specht will provide supplementary material.
Course Description: Review of Spanish II, new vocabulary, more in-depth study of present, preterite and imperfect tenses, conjunctions, the present perfect tense, pluperfect tense, future tense, conditional tense, formal and informal commands, the subjunctive mood, how to form the subjunctive mood regular, irregular and stem-changing verbs, subjunctive after verbs of emotion, the present perfect subjunctive, the passive voice, past participles as adjectives, uses of the infinitive, reflexive and reciprocal actions, relative pronouns, temporal and idiomatic expressions, reading comprehension, culture and geography of Spanish-speaking countries.
